AP Calculus AB 2015-2016 – Mr. Meitin

Course Description

Students need to have a thorough knowledge of college preparatory mathematics, including algebra, axiomatic geometry, trigonometry and analytic geometry, including rectangular and polar coordinates, equations and graphs, lines and conics. Students taking this course should be adequately prepared to study elementary functions, limits and continuity, and differential and integral calculus. The use of the graphing calculator in AP Calculus is considered an integral part of the course. The use of TI-83, TI-84, TI-89 or TI-nspire calculators is recommended. Students enrolled in this course are expected to take the Advanced Placement examination in Calculus AB in the spring of their year of study.

Consequences

4. A referral will be made to the office. This will also be done for severe discipline problems or other major offence without going through the previous steps.

Method of Evaluation

The class will be graded on a total points system. Each quiz will be worth 20 points. The homework for each test is worth 20 points. Each test is worth 60 points. Other class activities or projects will be assigned a number of points based on the level of difficulty. In general there will be one test and one quiz for every chapter.




          

Homework will be assigned on every day that new material is covered. Homework will be collected and graded by the instructor on days that tests are administered. 

Daily grades will also include work completed in class when collected and graded. There will usually be two or three tests during a grading period.

All class assignments will be listed in a folder and placed in the classroom. Students are expected to make up all missed assignments.
